EAGER  2010 – Guidelines

APPLICATION DEADLINE IS JULY 26th, 2010
SELECTION OF WORKS

The jury is made up of members of the ARTWALK Board of Directors and two outside, impartial professional curators. All work is juried within its media category. Selection is a "blind process." Work is considered without presenting the name of the applicant so an unbiased decision can be made. As space is limited, 15 qualifying names will be drawn to fill the available spaces, as will 5 "waiting-list" names in the event of cancellations. All jury selection decisions are final.

Priority will be given to artists in living in and around the St.Clair West neighbourhood.

Submitted work is evaluated on originality in conception and execution, quality of workmanship, and design excellence. Only original art forms will be considered. EAGER is an unplugged exhibition, we are unable to accept video and media works. Both 2-D (drawing, painting, photography, and printmaking) and 3-D (sculpture, mixed media) works are encouraged. Acceptance is based on work presented for consideration by the jury. Only work similar to that which was juried is allowed into the EAGER.

ALLOCATION OF SPACE

EAGER is a juried group show of 15 selected emerging artists from the St.Clair West neighbourhood and surrounding area. Accepted artists will be notified of location and space allocation via email at the beginning of August.
