Outdoor Art Market (AOAM) 2010 – Guidelines

APPLICATION DEADLINE IS JULY 26th, 2010

SELECTION OF WORK
The jury is made up of members of the ARTWALK Board of Directors and two outside, impartial professional curators. All work is juried within its media category. Selection is a "blind process." Work is considered without presenting the name of the applicant so an unbiased decision can be made. As space is limited, qualifying names will be drawn to fill the available spaces, as will 10 "waiting-list" names in the event of cancellations. All jury selection decisions are final. 

Submitted work is evaluated on originality in conception and execution, quality of workmanship, and design excellence. Only original art forms will be considered. ANY Reproductions, including photo-lithos, note cards, postcards, T-shirts, and posters are not allowed in the AOAM. Acceptance is based on work presented for consideration by the jury. Only work similar to that which was juried is allowed into the AOAM.


ALLOCATION OF SPACE FOR THE ART MARKET

The AOAM locations will be divided into 10’ x10’ areas sections. Artists are reserved a numbered space based on a first-submitted, first-serve basis. 

Artists are not grouped by media category. You will be notified of your assigned location with your acceptance package via email. The Art Market is at the Artscape Wychwood Barns in between Christie Street and Wychwood Avenue, just south of St. Clair Avenue West.
AOAM ENTRY BENEFITS 
As an AOAM Artist you will receive: 
- A 3 line listing in the ARTWALK promotional brochure/program 
- 20 promotional brochures (you’ll be notified upon acceptance of where to pick them up) 
- Presence/listing on our website and a link to your website, and may include an image of your work 
- A printable PDF of the promotional flyer.

AOAM ENTRY FEES 
registration fee: Artists: $100 
non-refundable processing fee: $20 (Total for participation is therefore $120 for artists). 
Payment can only be made via PayPal to info@stclair-artwalk.org for the full amount + $3.50 PayPal processing fee (Total = $123.50).  Once you have made your payment, print a copy of your receipt.  Or you may write a cheque payable to ARTWALK in the amount of $120.00. A $7.50 NSF charge will be applied for returned cheques.

- Strike-down times: Between 5:00 and 6:00 pm 
- Artists Report to the east side of Wychwood Barns starting at 9:00 am on Sunday.
ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS 
Returns: Should you not be accepted for participation, your registration fee will be mailed back or refunded via PayPal by October 15, 2010. 

Notification: You will be notified of your acceptance status via telephone by September 1, 2010. Please do not call the office. 

Cancellations: If an accepted artist needs to cancel and notifies the Director via CONFIRMED received email before September 1, 2010. ONLY the registration fee will be refunded.

Display Tables: All artists are expected to supply their own tents and displays. This is a rain or shine event. The use of a secured tent is absolutely mandatory. 

ARTWALK DOES NOT ARRANGE TENT RENTALS FOR ARTISTS. Artists are responsible for anything brought to their space, and for manning their own space for the entire event.

PLEASE READ AND SIGN THE TERMS OF AGREEMENT

This agreement, will establish and guide the responsibilities and understandings which shall govern the participation of the artist exhibiting their work and the staff of ARTWALK, The St. Clair Arts Festival and Studio Tour, taking place on the weekend of September 25th and 26th, 2010, at the Artscape Wychwood Barns. The 2010 AOAM location, Toronto, Ontario, Canada. 

Artist's Responsibilities: 
- The artist agrees to exhibit their art work on all days of the AOAM from 11:00 am until 5:00 pm on of the ARTWALK Festival. The artist agrees to staff their exhibition. ARTWALK is under no obligation to act on the artist's behalf. 
- The artist is solely responsible for the safety, storage, display and transportation of all art work the artist exhibits. Display surfaces (i.e. walls) must be self-supporting and safe to all entering the exhibition space. ARTWALK staff have the right to request artists display area be made more safety compatible and the artist will make requested changes. 
- The artist acknowledges that the hanging or display of their work is at ARTWALK’s discretion. The artist will respect AOAM space, other artists. 
- The artist is responsible for providing, securing and weather-proofing all materials to display their art work. Any damage to AOAM premises or any persons as a result of the artists display or artwork by the artist is the artist's responsibility. 
- The artist agrees to leave the AOAM space free of all debris, garbage, and anything that may be deemed harmful to the patrons of the AOAM. The artist will leave the area as they found it. The artist agrees that this area is intended for short-term day use only and will finish setting up no later than 10:45 am and remove/strike-down their art and display apparatus no later than 6:30 pm on both days of the AOAM. 

ARTWALK's Responsibilities: 
- The ARTWALK Festival will occur on the above specified weekend regardless of weather. ARTWALK agrees to provide the artist a 10 x 10’ space for both days. Alternate times or locations for the AOAM or compensation is at the sole discretion of ARTWALK. 
- ARTWALK agrees to make best efforts promote the ARTWALK Festival in print, radio or internet media which ARTWALK deems beneficial. ARTWALK is not obliged to promote any individual artist or vendor. All publicity shall show the ARTWALK logo, event location and email contact information. ARTWALK reserves the right to approve all promotional material that may be construed to represent ARTWALK. 
- ARTWALK intends to list limited artist information on the ARTWALK website and in the ARTWALK Festival Program Guide. The artist information shall be provided by the individual artist in the AOAM application form previously received. ARTWALK is not liable for accidental omissions. 
- ARTWALK intends to provide and grant Artists access to a limited supply of promotional materials that promotes the event for use and distribution by the artist. We encourage artists to supply and distribute personal promotional materials and messages (i.e. cards, pamphlets, emails and the like) to promote their own work/exhibit. 

The artist and ARTWALK agree to make a concerted effort to follow-up with each others’ communication requests within 36 hours for 2 weeks prior to the ARTWALK festival. However, if attempts to contact (either) fail, no liability action shall result for, or by, either.

Terms of Agreement

I hereby release and agree to hold all ARTWALK volunteers, staff and its Board of Directors, harmless from all claims, damages, losses, liens, demands and causes of action rising out of or relating in any way to my participation in any and all programs and events related to ARTWALK, The St, Clair Arts Festival and Studio Tour, in any given year, including any and all loss or damage of any submitted or displayed materials.
