Business Become Galleries (BBG) 2010 – Guidelines

APPLICATION DEADLINE IS JULY 26th, 2010
HOW DOES THE BBG WORK?

1. Accepted Local Businesses agree to allow a visual artist to display work in their establishment for the duration of the ARTWALK Festival. The ARTWALK BBG Tour Director compiles a list of accepted businesses. (Accepted businesses have been assessed for and meet visual art venue criteria such as adequate lighting, sufficient wall space and willingness to make accommodations). 
2. Accepted Local Artists agree to display original artwork in an establishment on St. Clair Ave. W. for the duration of the AW Festival. The ARTWALK BBG Tour Director compiles a list of artists whose work has been accepted for participation by the ARTWALK selection committee (based on their application package/sample artwork submitted).
3. The ARTWALK BBG Tour Director pairs an artist with a business and contacts both, via email, to facilitate an introduction where contact information is exchanged. The artist and their business then assume responsibility for the negotiation and installation of the art displayed inside that business.
Businesses DO NOT take commission on works sold. The business and artist are listed in the AW program guide. If an artist makes arrangements with a business prior to ARTWALK becoming involved, the ARTIST must still submit an application package for their show to be listed in the festival program guide.

ELIGIBILITY 
Artists must submit a BBG Tour application and images. All arts/crafts media are welcome. Artists who live in the GTA are encouraged to apply although priority will be given to artists living in the St. Clair Ave. West area, from approximately Bathurst to Oakwood/ Davenport Road to Cedarvale Ravine, are eligible to enter. Work exhibited must be original and produced by the artist. 

SELECTION OF WORK 
The selection committee is made up of members of the ARTWALK Planning Committee. Submissions are evaluated on quality of workmanship, design excellence, and professional presentation. Only work similar to that which was submitted should be displayed for the BBG Tour.

BBG ENTRY BENEFITS 
As a BBG Tour Artist you will receive: 
- A 3 line listing in the ARTWALK promotional brochure/program 
- 20 promotional brochures (you’ll be notified upon acceptance of where to pick them up) 
- Presence/listing on our website and a link to your website, and may include an image of your work 
- A printable PDF of the promotional flyer.

BBG TOUR ENTRY FEES 
registration fee: Artists: $40
non-refundable processing fee: $20 (Total for participation is therefore $60 for artists). 

Payment can only be made via PayPal to info@stclair-artwalk.org for the full amount + $3.50 PayPal processing fee (Total = $63.50).  Or you may write a cheque payable to Artwalk for $60.00.

Returns: Should you not be accepted for participation, your registration fee will be mailed back or refunded via PayPal by October 15, 2010.

Notification: You will be notified of your acceptance status via telephone by September 1, 2010. Please do not call the office. 

Cancellations: If an accepted artist needs to cancel and notifies the Director via CONFIRMED received email before September 1, 2010. ONLY the registration fee will be refunded.
